NOVA™ Stored Voice Operating Instructions

Monitor version:  

When the pager is paged, the pager will display “monitor” on the screen (if audio control is set to “Revert” or “Revert Delay N”).  The message will automatically play.  The pager will stay in the monitor mode until you push the reset (top) button.  

The pager will automatically store the message.  To hear the message again, press the “P” Key (side).  If you have more than one message, depending on the programming, you will either hear all messages (“play all” programmed into the pager) or you can select the message you wish to hear, for example, 1:Addr 01, 2:Addr 01.  One: shows the first page, Addr 01 shows what set of tones inside the pager was paged.  

You may hold the reset (top) button for 2 seconds and the pager will stay in monitor mode so you may monitor all traffic on the frequency your pager is set too. 

Hints: When programming the pager:

(1)  If you set the audio control to “Revert Delay N” or “Delayed N Auto Reset” you must set the “Audio Control N Time” (sets the delay time) to equal the stored voice time or greater.  For example, if you set the pager for 10 messages/16 seconds, then you have to set the audio control N time to 16 seconds or greater.

(2)  If you set the audio control to “Revert” or Revert Delay N”, you must set the “PTL Call Function” to disable.

Non-monitor version:

When the pager is paged, the pager will display “audio hold” on the screen.  A message will automatically play.  The pager will stay in the audio hold mode until you push the reset (top) button.  The pager will automatically store the message.  To hear the message again, press the “P Key” (side).  ).  If you have more than one message, depending on the programming, you will either hear all messages (“play all” programmed into the pager) or you can select the message you wish to hear, for example, 1:Addr 01, 2:Addr 01.  One: shows the first page, Addr 01 shows what set of tones inside the pager was paged.  

Hints:  When programming the pager, if you set the audio control to “Time-Out” you must set the “Audio Control N time” to the same time as the “Stored Voice mode” time.  For example, if you set the pager for 10 messages/16 seconds, then you have to set the audio control N time to 16 seconds or greater.

Programming:

The stored voice pagers have seven (7) different settings.  You may have your pager set up with the following increments:

 8 second message   (16 records)



10 second message  (16 records)





12 second message  (13 records)

16 second message  (10 records)

32 second message  (5 records)

40 second message  (4 records)

80 second message  (2 records)
